Who gets a summer reading log?
Any child through fourth grade who is reading 

independently may sign up to be a summer 

reader and receive a log to track reading 

progress. Readers may complete as many 

logs as they want throughout the summer 

to be eligible for prizes. Sign up in the 

Children’s Library or online at www.faylib.org. 

Listeners may also sign up in the library or 

online and receive a listening log. 

For independent readers, how does the  
log work?
Readers will record time read. Each clock 

on the log equals one hour. When five hours 

(five clocks) in the log are finished, readers 

are eligible for an entertainment coupon for 

each of the first three logs. For the fourth log 

completed, readers will receive a prize and 

a book. The first 175 readers to complete 

log four will also receive two tickets to an 

Arkansas Naturals baseball game. For every 

log completed, readers enter their name in 

the drawing for end-of-summer grand prizes.

What about the log for listeners?
